X Mixers frame welded from profiles to which they are attached with screws leg on one side
and part with wheels on the other.

X Mixing drum with blades mounted with bearings to the tilting frame of the drum.

X Tilt mechanism and the positioning mechanism of the mixer drum, which consists of a tilt
wheel with the pawl, spring and latch flange.

X Drive mixer consists of electric installation, belt and tooth gear. The gear train comprises a
drive wheel rim and cast iron.

X Group of electrical installations, whose basic elements are: electric motor, switch, wiring, fork
insulation.

4. WORK SAFETY

3. Mounting frame of drum
Using screws connect the frame with the frame drum mixer so that the side to connect the power unit was above
ground wheels as in the picture below

4. Mounting tilt mechanism
With screws and springs assembile tilt mechanism see fig. below
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5. Removal of the upper part of the drum, and mixing blades
Between the upper and lower portion of the drum insert seal. The upper part of the lower set, so that the screw holes
for mounting the blades were in one plane on both drums. The upper and lower part screws together.

6. Mounting drive

Drive settles to the drive shaft, which must fit together by cutting the shaft and hub bore belt reel placed inside the
drive. After slipping on the drive shaft of the drive must be bolted to the frame mixer fig. below

8. INSTRUCTIONAL MANUAL

Qualifications and duties of operating personnel

The mixer can be used by adults who are familiar with the contents of this manual and follow the guidelines of safety
and hygiene, instructions for operation and maintenance, and general safety rules.

The duties of the service staff include:

X maintaining the mixer in a clean and proper condition
X performing periodic technical inspections
X compliance with rules and regulations and work safety and hygiene

Preparation of the mixers for action
Mixer clean from dirt and dust and place to adequately hard, flat surface.
1-phase electric motors mixers connect to 230V / 50Hz

Caution! Categorically prohibiting the use blender without actuator housing.

Gear of mixer drum — do not grease !

Before connecting the mixer to the network should be checked:

X activity gear manually rotating the drum,

X if the power cord is undamaged and that the power switch is turned off.
Connecting and disconnecting the power plug to plug the mixer must be done without power it means -off switch. After
these measures, it is necessary to turn mixer (drum upright) and observe the work of mixers idle, while paying attention
to whether the drum rotates uniformly without squeaking and jams, and that the direction of rotation of the drum in the
opposite direction clockwise.
These mixers have the character of a so-called phase. That work is the following sequence: loading the individual
components, mixing, emptying.
Drum filled in accordance with recipe is accomplished manually / shovel, bucket).
The first step is the pouring of water, then pour cement and gravel, and adding the remaining water. Emptying the
finished mixture is carried out with activated mixer while running deflection drum.

9. MANUAL FOR MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR

Since proper and careful maintenance depends correct operation and durability mixers. Maintenance includes the
following activities: cleaning the mixer after each use (particularly drum), control of screw joints, regular lubrication of
rotating parts in accordance with the lubrication schedule, check all important parts and remove defects.

Periodic inspection, troubleshooting, removing the cover should be carried out after pulling the plug from the socket.

Damage and repair

1. Engine does not rotate — check if it’s plugged in electricity.
Engine does rotate but the drum doesn’t — multiple groove belt is damaged, it must be replaced.

3. Driving wheel Z-12 skips along the rim - too worn wheel drive, it should be replaced. Maladjusted clearance
between the teeth — tune

4. Damaged engine — seek help of electrician
